CIRCULAR

The National Human Right Commission has taken suo-motu cognizance of a
news report under caption “Three Dalit boys beaten, paraded naked for swimming in
village well” published in Indian Express dated 15.06.2018. Hon. Commission has
directed to Chief Secretary, Govérnment of Maharashtra to issue guidelines to
concerned authorities to keep a watch on such incidents particularly in sensitive areas
so that, these kinds of incidents do not recur in future.

In view of the above referred observations following instructions are being

issued which have to be implemented diligently and promptly by all concerned

authorities.

It is the responsibility of the District Administration to maintain utmost peace,
tranquillity and public order in the areas inhabited by members of SCs and STs.

1. In order to prevent atrocities on members on SCs/STs —

District Administration shall Identify areas, where it has reasons to
believe that, atrocity may take place or there is an apprehension of
reccurrence of an offence under the Act;

Concerned District Magistrate and Superintendent of Police/
Commissioner of Police or any other officer should visit such identified
areas and review the.law and order situation, therein.

If deemed necessary; in the identified areas, to cancel the arms licences
of the persons, not being member of the Scheduled Castes or Scheduled
Tribes, their near relations, servants or employees and family friends
and get such arms deposited in the Government Armoury;

Seize all illegal fire-arms and prohibit any illegal manufacture of fire-
arms;

With a view to ensure the safety of person and property, if deemed
necessary, provide arms licences to the members of the Scheduled
Castes and the Scheduled Tribes;

Constitute District and Sub Divisional Level Committees or such number
of other committees as deemed proper and necessary for assisting in
the implementation of the provisions of the SC/ST (POA) Rules, 1995.

Set up vigilance and monitoring committee to suggest effective

measures to implement the provisions of the SC/ST (POA) Rules, 1995.
Set-up Awareness Centres and organize Workshops in the identified
areas or at some other place to educate the persons belonging to the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes about their rights and the
protection available to them under the provisions of various Central and
State enactments or rules, regulations and schemes framed thereunder;
Encourage Non-Government Organisations for establishing and
maintaining Awareness Centres and organizing workshops and provide
them necessary financial and other sort of assistance;

Deploy special police force in the identified areas;

At the end of every quarter, review the law and order situation,
functioning of different committees, performance of Special Public
Prosecutors, Investigating Officers and other Officers responsible for
implementing the provisions of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes (Prevention of Autrocities) Rules, 1995 and the cases registered
under this Act.

The District Magistrate and the Superintendent of Police/Commissioner
of Police shall visit the place or area where the atrocity has been
committed to assess the loss of life and damage to the property and
draw a list of victims, their family members and dependents entitled for
relief.

Superintendent of Police/Commissioner of Police shall ensure that the
First Information Report is registered by concerned police station and
effective measures for apprehending the accused are taken.

The Superintendent of Police/Commissioner of Police, after spot

inspection, shall immediately appoint an investigating officer and
deploy such police force in the area and take such other preventive
measures as he may deem proper and necessary.

The District Magistrate or the Sub-Divisional Magistrate or any other
Executive Magistrate shall make necessary administrative and other
arrangements and provide relief in cash or in kind or both within seven
days to the victims of atrocity, their family members and dependents
according to the scale as provided in Annexure-l read with Annexure-I|
of the Schedule annexed to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Autrocities) Rules, 1995 and such immediate relief shall
also include food, water, clothing, shelter, medical aid, transport
facilities and other essential items.

The District Magistrate or a Sub-Divisional Magistrate or any other
Executive Magistrate or any police officer not below the rank of a
Deputy Superintendent of Police may, on receiving information and
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after such inquiry as he may think necessary, has reason to believe that
a person or a group of persons not belonging to the Scheduled Castes or
the Scheduled Tribes, residing in or frequenting any place within the
local limits of his jurisdiction is likely to commit an offence or has
threatened to commit any offence under Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Autrocities) Rules, 1995 and is of the
opinion that there is sufficient ground for proceeding, declare such an
area to be an area prone to atrocities and take necessary action for
keeping the peace and good behaviour and maintenance of public order
and tranquillity and may take preventive action.

(xvii) The District Magistrate and the Sub Divisional Magistrate shall take
regular meetings of District level and Sub-Divisional level, Vigilance and
Monitoring Committee, in order to give justice to the victims of
atrocities in all heinous offences, Special Public Prosecutor may be

o appointed.

(xviii) Department of Social Justice and Special Assistance as well as Tribal
Development Department shall assist, through their budgetary support,
the Police Department in organizing training and capacity building
program for officers for the implementation of this Rules.

(xix)  All training academies shall organize training sessions for officers / men
undergoing training therein on the provisions of Schedule annexed to
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Autrocities)
Rules, 1995.

(xx)  Divisional Commissioner should organize training for officers and men
working under him on the implementation of the provision of Schedule
annexed to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Autrocities) Rules, 1995,
