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Circular on Uniform for Ceremonial Parade and Guard of Honour.

The Bombay Police Manual ,1959 , Part 1, Chapter VII and The
Bombay State Reserve Police Force Rules ,1959 , Chapter VI under the
Bombay State Reserve Police Force Act,1951 have laid down the uniform
regulations for the Officers and Men of Maharashtra police, Greater Mumbai
Police and State Reserve Police Force.

During visits of dignitaries and senior officers to districts and units
guard of honour is presented by the police personnel of the unit. However,
it has been noticed that at certain places the standard of guard of honour is
not up to the mark and leaves much to be desired.

Ceremonial guard is mounted to exercise men in ceremonial drill
and to instil in them the highest standard of smartness, cleanliness,
discipline and arms drill and to encourage 'pride of the force' and to pay
compliments to high ranking officers or other distinguished persons between
Reveille and Retreat. A ceremonial guard is considered at all times the
symbol of the pride of the district and the unit. Its drill, smartness and
turnout has to be of the highest standard.

Following instructions regarding uniform turn out for ceremonial
guard of honour and ceremonial parade are being issued to be followed by
the unit commanders scrupulously:-

1. Select smart, fit men for the guard of honour duty, stick orderly duty

and for ceremonial parade.

2. Uniform of all guard of honour, stick orderlies and participants of
ceremonial parade will be Review order dress. Their turnout should be
impeccable. Head dress should be correctly fitting. It should be clean
and free from sweat and hair grease. It should be worn properly. The
hair should be cut short.

Men should be clean shaven.

4. Uniform should be stitched as per the laid down specifications and
colour of the cloth should be proper khaki and not greenish khaki.
Shirt should be well fitting and properly tucked in, with all gathers at
the sides. It should be well cleaned and ironed and should have full
arm length sleeve and rolled properly above elbow. Buttons should be
intact and not broken and fastened properly. Badges of rank should
be clean and worn properly. They should not be covered by plastic as
has been noticed at many places. No ends of cotton from the stitching
should be allowed to appear. Lanyard should not be faded and as far
as possible should be new. Lanyard and the whistle should be worn
properly. The length of the belt should be kept correctly measured so
that no extra portion of the belt projects.

S. Trousers should be single pleated. The length of pant should be 3/4th
(below the knee). It should be cut above 10 inches from the heel. The
loops for the belt should be of proper size and fastened by buttons
with the belt through the same.
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6. Those who wear spectacles should not wear photochromatic glasses or
dark glasses.

7. Shoes should be ankle/ double mounted shoe (DMS). The shoes
should be properly polished. Laces should be properly tied and the
eyelet holes should be together and not kept loose.

8. Liveries should be worn properly. Gloves (white) should be full sleeved.
Anklets (white) and kamarbandh should be of stiff fabric. Neck Scarf
should be worn properly. There should be no logo on the scarf. It
should be plain. In ceremonial parade a red sash should be worn only
by right darshak.

9. Arms drill must be practiced to perfection. Arms should be dry and
clean.

10. Belt and rifle sling should be of white colour. Rifle sling and belt
to be made of same material.

11. It will be the duty of RPI /PI (TR) to check the turnout of men.
In Commissionerates and Districts DCP HQ / DYSP HQ shall pay
personal attention to the turn out of men.

All unit commanders should ensure that above instructions are
followed and that the guard of honour and ceremonial parade in their units
is of the highest standard. Poor turnout of men will reflect on the unit
commanders.
